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BASIC COMPLETE DENTURES COURSE

Course Description: The complete denture course is designed to provide first year Prosthodontic and Comprehensive Dentistry residents with a review of diagnosis, treatment planning and treatment as it pertains to the fabrication of complete dentures, overdentures and immediate dentures. This course provides the fundamental information needed for each resident to be familiar with the fabrication of complete dentures that are comfortable, functionally acceptable and esthetically pleasing. Residents will also be knowledgeable in the areas of soft tissue management, relines and rebases, processing and finishing complete dentures.

Course Design: 
This course is designed to review the fundamental principles of complete dentures in preparation for providing patient treatment. The didactic portion will consist of approximately 23 hours of lectures, case presentations and lab techniques in the areas of cast preparation, custom trays, record bases, occlusal wax rims, case articulation, and anterior tooth selection and set-up procedures. 

Requirements: Each representative department will supply the material and equipment needs for the laboratory exercises. It is encouraged that a staff member from the Comprehensive Dentistry Department participates in the lab exercises.
