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A.  Course Objective:
This is a lecture and laboratory course designed to review the anatomy of the head and neck region.  The primary objective is to provide the participants with a knowledge base that strengthens their clinical judgment.  Following preparatory lectures, participants will construct, in wax on an anatomical skull, the ligaments of the temporomandibular joint (TMJ), muscles of mastication, muscles of facial expression, muscles of the soft palate and pharynx, muscles of the floor of the mouth, major salivary glands and selected vascular and neural structures.  This exercise should help participants better understand the relationships of various tissue planes, muscle locations, and the interrelationships of the gross anatomy of the head and neck region.  The final element of the course involves dissection of fresh anatomic material at the USUHS Anatomical Training Laboratory following the same topics and objectives of the lecture and waxing laboratory segments. Emphasis will be placed on examination and understanding of the temporomandibular joint.

B.  Objectives and topics: 


1.
Skull osteology:  Locate major bones, processes, foramina and fossae of the head.


2.
TMJ:  Correlate the temporomandibular articulation including the condyle, mandibular fossa, disk, articular eminence, capsule, ligaments, vascular supply, and innervation with normal function and movement.


3.
Muscles of Mastication:  Describe the form, origin, insertions, actions and physiology of these muscles.  Differentiation of the various components of movement in relation to the muscles and other limiting factors.


4.
Muscles of Facial Expression:  Describe the form, origin, insertion, actions and relation of their action to the movement of the face.  Relationship of muscles of mastication to muscles of facial expression.


5.
Muscles of the Nasopharynx, Soft Palate and Floor of the Mouth:  Describe the form, origin, insertions and relationship to each other. Actions of the various muscle groups related to oral functions.


6.
Major Salivary Glands:  Describe the location and anatomical relationship to other intraoral structures.

7. Vascular and neural structures of the head and neck:  Describe the locations of vascular and neural structures in the peritemporomandibular joint region.  Identify important vascular and neural structures in the pterygoid fossa, floor of mouth and infratemporal fossa.  Describe the location and extent of the fifth and seventh cranial nerves.

C. Course Evaluation:



There will be 4 quizes given during the course in addition to the anatomical waxing of the skull as outlined in the laboratory syllabus.  The quizes will be worth 40%  and the skull waxing 60% of your grade. The skull will be graded on accuracy and neatness.  The due date will be NLT 1600 hrs 25 Aug 2000.  Any skull turned in after that date will be down graded one letter grade for every day late.   Final grades will fall under the following guidelines:
